Our 9:30 and 
11:30 AM liturgies have a more lively variety that we hope engages families.  Finally, our Sunday 5:00 PM 
Life Teen Mass offers an upbeat mix of contemporary hymns. 
 

This is a work in progress.  Many people have liked the changes, but not all.  Steve, our music 
planners, and our choir are learning week to week what works, what inspires, what distracts.  They are 
responsive learners. We appreciate your comments.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 
 
 On July 1, twenty parishes of the Archdiocese of Chicago will receive new pastors.  This new 
pattern of assigning pastors according to a yearly schedule should result in greater continuity of pastoral 
governance, fewer temporary administrators of parishes and easier preparation for priests and 
parishioners as changes are made. 
 
 When we profess in the Creed that we believe in an “apostolic Church,” we are saying that Christ 
wills that his people be governed by ordained bishops and priests.  The methods of assuring the Church’s 
governance are adapted according to many circumstances, but the assigning of bishops and priests is 
never merely an administrative action; it is an exercise of faith. 
 
 I ask all Catholics of the Archdiocese to pray for the priests newly assigned and the parishes they 
will serve.  I also ask everyone to pray for all the priests of the Archdiocese, for our seminarians and for 
those who are now being called by God’s grace to serve here as priests. 
 
 I am grateful to all our priests, especially those newly assigned this year.  Their obedience to this 
new call fulfills the promise they made when they were ordained.  As we all know, a promise is often 
easier to make than to keep.  These are faithful priests who are keeping their ordination promises, and all 
of us should be proud of them. 
 
 May the Lord bless you and your families this summer.  You are in my prayers; please keep me in 
yours.

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Working with the Scriptures 
July 2, 2006 (Wis. 1:13-15; 2:23-24; Mk.5:21-43) 
 
Death.  Most of us prefer not to talk about it.  Many 
of us are afraid of it.  But our desire to avoid the 
subject does not change the fact that we are all going 
to die.   
 
In the Book of Wisdom, the entrance of death into 
the world is attributed to the devil.  In the Gospel of 
Mark, we hear about Jairus and his little girl.  “My 
daughter is at the point of death.”  Jesus goes to the 
man’s home and tells the mourners, “The child is 
not dead, but asleep.”  Then He takes her by the 
hand and says, “Little girl, I say to you, arise!”  The 
devil may be responsible for death, but God is 
responsible for life. 
 
When someone asks Jeff what he does for a living, 
he usually says, rather apologetically, that he’s ‘just’ 
an undertaker.  Actually he’s the Director of his 
family’s funeral home business.  Jeff faces death 
almost every day.  He’s the one people turn to for 
help planning the funeral of someone they love.  
Some are experiencing the loss of a relationship 
ended by the death of a spouse; some are 
experiencing the loss of a dream dashed with the 
death of a child; some are experiencing the loss of 
connection to family when a parent or sibling passes 
away.  They turn to Jeff because, whether it’s the 
first time they’ve ever had to do this or one more of 
far too many visits like this one, something inside of 
them has died as well.   
 
True, Jeff’s probably more likely to say, “Can I offer 
you a cup of coffee?” than “I say to you, arise!”   But 
when people are crying (“weeping and wailing 
loudly”) a cup of coffee and a tissue can be very life 
giving.  Jeff listens to stories and offers comfort.  He 
looks death in the eye and then prayerfully calls 
upon God to overcome it.  Jeff understands what it 
means to be “…at the point of death.”  ‘Just’ an 
undertaker?  Not according to the people who’ve 
been brought back to life because Jeff was there to 
take them by the hand.

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) 
is a several-month process for an adult wishing to 
become a Catholic through the Sacraments of 
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist) or 
through a Profession of Faith.  These rites are celebrated 
at the Easter Vigil. Please contact a staff member. 
 
Infant Baptism 
is generally celebrated on the first and third Sundays of 
the month at 1:00 pm in the Church.  The Baptism 
Preparation Program for parents and godparents, if 
possible, is held each month. Please call the Parish 
Office to make arrangements. 
 
Confirmation 
preparation begins in the middle of 7th grade and is 
celebrated during the winter of 8th grade. For adult/high 
school confirmation, call the Religious Education Office. 
 
The Eucharist 
is brought to the homebound by Care Ministers. 
Arrangements are made by calling the Parish Office.  
First Eucharist preparation for children begins in 1st 
grade and is celebrated in the spring of 2nd grade. 
 
Matrimony 
arrangements are made by contacting one of the priests 
at the Parish Office.  Arrangements a year in advance 
allow for adequate reservation time, participation in 
marriage preparation programs and liturgical planning. 
 
Anointing of the Sick 
is celebrated in the Fall during a communal celebration.  
Special requests for this sacrament can be arranged by 
calling the Parish Office. 
 
Reconciliation 
is celebrated on Saturdays, after the 8:15 am Eucharist 
until 9:30 am, in the sacristy near the front doors of the 
Church during the Holy Hour.  Communal Reconciliation 
Services are held during Advent and Lent.
