Working with the Scriptures
August 13, 2006 (John 6:41-51)

People come to her bakery from far and wide —

local people and visitors alike. Every day, in

addition to her usual white, wheat and rye, Amy also
bakes something special. She likes to try combining
new ingredients and textures and the ‘regulars’ know
that they have to get their reservations in early if they
hope to get a taste of whatever Amy has prepared for
them that day.

Amy bakes cookies and pastries, too, and the best
cinnamon buns in the whole county. Her bakery is
the place where folks come just to be together. Many
a marriage has been celebrated over a piece of Amy’s
cinnamon nut bread, and many a death mourned over
a slice of her Polish rye, because folks know that
Amy’s bread won’t just feed their bodies, it will also
feed their souls.

“I am the bread of life...the living bread that came
down from heaven.” Jesus identified His own body
with bread. Like Amy, Jesus knew that bread is more
than just food. But then, He took it a step further.
On the night before He died, He took bread, blessed
and broke it and gave it to His friends saying, “This is
my body.” Now it was His body that would be
shared, eaten every time His followers gathered —
whether at weddings, at funerals, or whenever they
felt the need of His presence.

Amy bakes bread. But she doesn’t only bake for her
customers, or even for her family and friends. Amy
also bakes the bread for her church. And while the
ingredients are much simpler than those she combines
in her bakery the result is very special indeed. Many a
marriage has been celebrated, many a death mourned
over a piece of Communion bread that Amy baked,
now consecrated and shared at Eucharist. This bread
is the most special of all. But no one has to come
eatly or reserve a loaf in advance. The “...bread of
life...” is intended for everyone. And thanks to Amy,
there’s always more than enough of #/is special bread
to go around.

Youth Ministry

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)

is a several-month process for an adult wishing to
become a Catholic through the Sacraments of
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist) or
through a Profession of Faith. These rites are celebrated
at the Easter Vigil. Please contact a staff member.

Infant Baptism

is generally celebrated on the first and third Sundays of
the month at 1:00 pm in the Church. The Baptism
Preparation Program for parents and godparents, if
possible, is held each month. Please call the Parish
Office to make arrangements.

Confirmation

preparation begins in the middle of 7th grade and is
celebrated during the winter of 8th grade. For adult/high
school confirmation, call the Religious Education Office.

The Eucharist

is brought to the homebound by Care Ministers.
Arrangements are made by calling Razia Khokhar. First
Eucharist preparation for children begins in 1st grade
and is celebrated in the spring of 2nd grade.

Matrimony

arrangements are made by contacting one of the priests
at the Parish Office. Arrangements a year in advance
allow for adequate reservation time, participation in
marriage preparation programs and liturgical planning.

Anointing of the Sick

is celebrated in the Fall during a communal celebration.
Special requests for this sacrament can be arranged by
calling the Parish Office.

Reconciliation

is celebrated on Saturdays, after the 8:15 am Eucharist
until 9:30 am, in the sacristy near the front doors of the
Church during the Holy Hour. Communal Reconciliation
Services are held during Advent and Lent.
