Dear St. Athanasius Parishioner,

On behalf of the parish of St. Agnes of Bohemia, I thank you for your past support. Your contributions
have gone a long way in providing an exceptional education for our students. I invite you to visit our
wonderful school to feel the sense of hope that your gifts bring to it, the students, parents, and teachers.

In an area where the drop out rate is high among high school students, our teachers work to instill in
their pupils the importance of higher learning. It is no easy task considering the environment, the
children’s interface with at-risk youths, and perhaps economically disadvantaged families. Nevertheless,
we are fortunate that St. Agnes of Bohemia Catholic School continues to provide over 500 students an
excellent education.

While our tuition is one of the lowest per child at $2,750, the amount poses a hardship for some families.
Many parents send their children to St. Agnes, struggling hard with a limited income to sacrifice 10% of
it to ensure that their children will have a better education and future. Those who cannot afford to pay
are not turned away. Their children are welcomed like all others to receive an excellent education in a
safe environment.

Because of the generosity of various donors, including the parishioners of St. Athanasius, we are able to
offer them a partial scholarship. Our parish members also do their part to support our Catholic School
through Sunday Stewardship Collections that go directly to support the school. They know their
contributions, along with those of other donors, provide much needed financial assistance to
disadvantaged students.

I take this opportunity to write you once again requesting your financial support for these
underprivileged children who attend our school. You have for years been most generous with your
treasures in providing many families with a Catholic Education. I hope we can once more be recipients
of your generosity even as with the blessing of retaining our children and their families in your thoughts
and daily prayers.

Working with the Scriptures
September 3, 2006 (Mark 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23)

Every morning Mercedes gets up before dawn, fixes
her children’s breakfast, makes sandwiches for their

lunch, wakes her husband, gets into her car and drives
to the Holiday Inn. Once there she checks that all of
the supplies she will need are on the linen cart and
looks to see who will be checking out and whether
any rooms need special attention. Then she begins
“...the purification of...beds.”

Every afternoon, after Mercedes gets home from
her job at the Holiday Inn, Leo gets into their car
and drives back in the direction from which she has
just come. When he gets there, he goes in through
a back door that leads directly into the kitchen,
pulls a fresh apron off a hook on the wall and starts
unloading any of the dishwashers that might still
have dishes in them from breakfast. Then he
reloads the dishwashers and begins getting clean
dishes and utensils ready for dinner table set-ups.
From 2 to 10 P.M. Leo continues “...the
purification of cups and jugs and kettles...”

This weekend we celebrate Labor Day. But Mercedes
and Leo will not be celebrating. They’ll take their
holiday later, maybe in a week or two. If they’re lucky
they’ll get to celebrate the holiday together, but if
there’s a convention or other large-scale event it could
be several weeks before they can take any time off at
all, either together or separately.

“From within people, from their hearts, come evil
thoughts...” Mercedes and Leo think mainly about
their family and how they’re going to pay their bills.
But other people — some of the same people who
sleep in those beds and eat off those dishes — think
about other things. Concerned with “...the
tradition of the elders...” they ask questions about
Mercedes and Leo and about their right to work at
the Holiday Inn.

This weekend we celebrate Labor Day, a day
dedicated to workers and the gift of work. But do we
also celebrate those invisible people who purify our
“...cups and jugs and kettles and beds”? Do we
come with clean hearts? Or are only our hands clean?

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults

In the not too distant past, adults who wanted to
join the Catholic Church went through six weeks of
“convert instructions” and were baptized quietly on
a Sunday afternoon in a dark church with a few
relatives present, two of whom probably served as
godparents. A short time later, perhaps the
following Sunday, the new converts received their
First Communion, but probably with little attention
to the fact that they were joining the community at
the Table of the Lord. Confirmation was left until
the next visit by the bishop.

Since 1972, that approach to adult Baptism has
changed radically, thanks to the revised Rite of
Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA). Several

underlying principles have shaped these changes.

1) The RCIA is first and foremost a process.
RCIA is for and about people: people on the
move, people being remade in the image of
Christ, people being reborn in the Spirit, people
on a journey toward faith.

2) The RCIA is a community event. The initiation
of adults is about the Christian community initiating
new members into itself, and therefore it must take
place in community.

3) The RCIA ministry is basically one of witness and
hospitality. Although the RCIA involves many
parishioners in various ministries, the total
community is responsible for welcoming new
members and showing them what it means to live
the Christian life.

The RCIA for this year will begin Wednesday,
September 27. At that time, we will welcome new
inquirers into the process. If you are interested,
please call the parish office or Fr.

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)

is a several-month process for an adult wishing to
become a Catholic through the Sacraments of
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist) or
through a Profession of Faith. These rites are celebrated
at the Easter Vigil. Please contact Fr. Rich Sztorc.

Infant Baptism

is generally celebrated on the first and third Sundays of
the month at 1:00 pm in the Church. The Baptism
Preparation Program for parents and godparents, if
possible, is held each month. Please call the Parish
Office to make arrangements.

Confirmation

preparation begins in the middle of 7th grade and is
celebrated during the winter of 8th grade. For adult/high
school confirmation, call the Religious Education Office.

The Eucharist

is brought to the homebound by Care Ministers.
Arrangements are made by calling Lori Goszczynski.
First Eucharist preparation for children begins in 1st
grade and is celebrated in the spring of 2nd grade.

Matrimony

arrangements are made by contacting one of the priests
at the Parish Office. Arrangements a year in advance
allow for adequate reservation time, participation in
marriage preparation programs and liturgical planning.

Anointing of the Sick

is celebrated in the Fall during a communal celebration.
Special requests for this sacrament can be arranged by
calling the Parish Office.

Reconciliation

is celebrated on Saturdays, after the 8:15 am Eucharist
until 9:30 am, in the sacristy near the front doors of the
Church during the Holy Hour. Communal Reconciliation
Services are held during Advent and Lent.
