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Working with the Scriptures 
Sept. 24, 2006 (Wis. 2:12, 17-20; James 3:16 – 4:3)   

For several days now our area news has focused on two 
students and their plan to carry out an armed suicide 
bombing attack on a local high school earlier this week.  
Once identified to the press, photos of the two young 
men were flashed on TV screens along with film footage 
of bomb squad officers bringing materials out of their 
homes while friends and family members expressed 
disbelief.  Police spokespersons continue to assure the 
public that everything possible is being done to prevent 
any further threat, and the school principal maintains 
constant communication with parents to alleviate any 
lingering fear they may have about their children’s safety.  
Everyone, it seems, has something to say. 

Everyone, that is, except the student who reported what 
was going on.  That student is not being interviewed; nor 
are his/her family members talking with reporters.  That 
student is the one who contacted the police to tell them 
of his/her suspicion that something terrible was being 
planned, but that student has not been named in the 
media nor interviewed before the camera.  Why?  Because 
that student is afraid. 

“Let us beset the just one, because he is obnoxious to 
us…”  While the police seem satisfied that no other 
students were involved in the plot, that student is still 
afraid that friends of the boys who threatened the school 
may choose to harm her or him.  I can only imagine the 
kind of courage it must have taken for that teen to come 
forward.  It’s not easy for an adult to report a friend or 
co-worker; how much more difficult for an adolescent for 
whom being accepted by one’s peers is of critical 
importance.   

“Where jealousy and selfish ambition exist, there is 
disorder and every foul practice.”  Teachers say that the 
accused students were depressed, that they had trouble 
fitting in. Jealousy and selfish ambition seem to have 
played a large part in what almost happened.  How 
different might things have been if the accused students 
had been able to call someone for help?  Or if the student 
who alerted authorities had not had the courage to make 
that call?

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) 
is a several-month process for an adult wishing to 
become a Catholic through the Sacraments of 
Initiation (Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist) or 
through a Profession of Faith.  These rites are celebrated 
at the Easter Vigil. Please contact Fr. Rich Sztorc. 
 
Infant Baptism 
is generally celebrated on the first and third Sundays of 
the month at 1:00 pm in the Church.  The Baptism 
Preparation Program for parents and godparents, if 
possible, is held each month. Please call the Parish 
Office to make arrangements. 
 
Confirmation 
preparation begins in the middle of 7th grade and is 
celebrated during the winter of 8th grade. For adult/high 
school confirmation, call the Religious Education Office. 
 
The Eucharist 
is brought to the homebound by Care Ministers. 
Arrangements are made by calling Lori Goszczynski.  
First Eucharist preparation for children begins in 1st 
grade and is celebrated in the spring of 2nd grade. 
 
Matrimony 
arrangements are made by contacting one of the priests 
at the Parish Office.  Arrangements a year in advance 
allow for adequate reservation time, participation in 
marriage preparation programs and liturgical planning. 
 
Anointing of the Sick 
is celebrated in the Fall during a communal celebration.  
Special requests for this sacrament can be arranged by 
calling the Parish Office. 
 
Reconciliation 
is celebrated on Saturdays, after the 8:15 am Eucharist 
until 9:30 am, in the sacristy near the front doors of the 
Church during the Holy Hour.  Communal Reconciliation 
Services are held during Advent and Lent.
