Now the family is 
settling back into their routine.  The kids are back in 
school and the mother continues to find satisfaction 
with her job.  She is taking a class to become a 
physician’s assistant.  She has been working in a 
medical environment for quite some time and is 
excited to be taking this new step.  Please keep her in 
your prayers as she completes her coursework. 
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Living Your Strengths 
 

 At today’s Masses we will have the opportunity to acknowledge and affirm some of our God-given 
gifts. Doing so not only builds up the programs and ministries at St. Athanasius but also opens the door to 
living a deeper and more engaged life in discipleship to Jesus Christ. My hope is that in the coming months 
and years St. A’s will be clearly experienced as a community where all are invited, assisted, and affirmed in 
living your strengths. Today we take a step in that direction. 
 
Listening to An Inconvenient Truth 
 

 At our recent Theology on Draft gathering over 40 St. A’s parishioners tackled the topic of global 
warming by viewing Al Gore’s movie, An Inconvenient Truth. Background on the movie and practical 
steps you can take to lessen global warming are found at www.climatecrisis.net. 
 

The website speaks of global warming in these terms: “Carbon dioxide and other gases warm the 
surface of the planet naturally by trapping solar heat in the atmosphere. This is a good thing because it keeps 
our planet habitable. However, by burning fossil fuels such as coal, gas and oil and clearing forests we have 
dramatically increased the amount of carbon dioxide in the Earth’s atmosphere and temperatures are 
rising… The vast majority of scientists agree that global warming is real, it’s already happening and that it is 
the result of our activities and not a natural occurrence… We’re already seeing changes. Glaciers are melting, 
plants and animals are being forced from their habitat, and the number of severe storms and droughts is increasing”.  

 
 After the viewing, we shared reactions and listed suggested actions, both on the personal and parish 
community levels, which could help stem the warming trend. 
 
 These suggestions to lessen global warming included showing An Inconvenient Truth to school 
and other audiences, turning off the lights or converting to high-efficiency florescent bulbs, recycling, car 
pooling and consolidating trips and using a hybrid vehicle, or doing more walking and biking. Other 
suggestions: using reusable containers for water, planting trees, using local food suppliers, and converting to 
more energy efficient appliances or lawnmowers (electrical or push).  
 

More community-wide measures involved researching local politician’s positions on global warming 
measures and urging the Evanston City Council to encourage, not discourage, the use of solar panels. On 
the parish level, suggestions included joining the Evanston Sustainability Circle which has experience in 
working with congregations (www.evanstonfuture.org), learning more about how our faith and theology 
speak to a conscious stewardship of our planet, plus including “green” building components, e.g. geothermal 
energy, in any future construction at St. A’s. 

 
 Next Steps: A group of parishioners are interested in gathering and discussing what might be the 
next steps, both personally and as a congregation. Let me know if you interested.

Working with the Scriptures 
Oct. 15, 2006 (Mk. 10:17-30)  
 

“How hard it is for those who have wealth to enter the 
kingdom of God!”  You don’t have to look far to find 
examples in the news of situations where wealth is valued 
more than people.  In fact, many students of social 
psychology report that here in our own country we are 
seeing an increasing gap between the very wealthy and the 
very poor.  It’s like a replay of the old song that said, 
“The rich get rich and the poor get poorer.”   
 

But there are other stories in the news as well – stories of 
very wealthy individuals giving millions of dollars to help 
the poor.  In October of this year, the Bill and Melinda 
Gates Foundation pledged $500 million to the Global 
Fund to Fight AIDS, TB and Malaria.  And yet, for most 
people, it wasn’t the fact that Gates pledged a great deal 
of money to help people in underdeveloped countries 
that impressed them; it was the photos of Bill and 
Melinda Gates traveling to third world countries, meeting 
the people and listening to their stories.  Surely it would 
be easier to just make the pledge.  The press would be as 
good and the tax write-off as lucrative.  Why did Bill and 
Melinda Gates feel it was important for them to 
personally visit with AIDS patients? to personally visit 
tuberculosis wards? to personally see the lasting results of 
malaria on a village?  Surely it would be easier… 
 

“How hard it is for those who have wealth to enter the 
kingdom of God!”  Bill and Melinda Gates are among 
the, if not the, richest people on the planet.  But Marc 
Benioff, chief executive of Salesforce.com, says CEOs 
like Bill Gates should be donating more than money.  In 
his upcoming book, The Business of Changing the World: 20 
Great Leaders on Strategic Corporate Philanthropy, Benioff says 
that companies that just write checks are missing the big 
picture.  "The value for philanthropy here is not the 
money; it's in these other assets.  The technology, the 
people, the expertise, the volunteerism."
