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PARISH PASTORAL COUNCIL
November 7, 2005 Leadership Night
Minutes from PPC and Coordinating Groups

The PPC’s discussion tonight was devoted largely to the report given by Tim Burke of the Parish
Finance Committee at the opening of the night’s Common Leadership meeting. This report concerned
the accumulated deficit currently being run by the parish. Due largely to a decline in the parish’s Sunday
collections over the past several years, the parish began this fiscal year with a deficit of approximately
$150,000. based on the current trend and without a significant increase in the collection, the parish deficit
will grow to $240,000.00 by the end of our fiscal year (June 30, 2006). The PPC urged Fr. Tom to address
the community as soon as possible about the deficit. There was a clear consensus in the PPC that the
broader parish community needs to be made aware of the problem, sooner rather than later, and steps
taken immediately to address the issue. These might include greater education of the parish on such items
as appropriate benchmarks for weekly offerings, gifts of securities, tithing, etc. The meeting adjourned at
10:00 p.m. The next meeting of the PPC will take place on December 5, 2005.

WORSHIP
ADMINISTRATION

This night’s discussion was devoted in good

Nadine Di Vito, for music coordination; and Bob Di
Vito, for liturgy planning.

COMMUNITY

We discussed the needs of the various organizations under the Community Coordinating Group,
including the Women’s Club, Elizabeth Ministry, Ministry of Mothers Sharing, Scouts, Chess Club,
Social Committee/Hospitality Committee. The need for a Newcomer Chairperson was discussed, and
hope for future contact to invite newcomers to parish events. A photo display of the new parishioners
who attended the September picnic will be put on display in the Church vestibule soon.

New business includes the implementation of “St. A’s on Draft” in February, March and April in
preparation for Lent, and again in the fall in preparation for Advent. Babysitting and light snacks will be
offered; the program is aimed at post-high school men and women. Carolyn Groves and Vince Sweeney
will serve as Community Group coordinators for this goal, and will seek a chairperson and committee
members. Speakers and topics were discussed, suggestions are welcomed. We will invite people from
surrounding parishes to attend, but will not seek their participation in planning yet.
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OUTREACH

The Outreach  Coordinating ~ Committee
reviewed and reaffirmed its goal for January, 2000: to
create a brochure including a brief description of each
of the outreach ministries and the opportunities for
involvement in each ministry. At our October meeting,
Mike Hartnett volunteered to create the brochure.
Razia Khokhar confirmed that she and Mike will be
meeting soon to draft the brochure. In addition, we
divided the list of outreach ministries among
Coordinating Committee members present, and agreed
to call each of them for updates on a monthly basis.

FAITH DEVELOPMENT

We reviewed and weighed the reality of our
goal for Life Teen, and received an update from
Christi Thompson on how the program was doing.
Chris Skrable has been rehired as the Life Teen
music director and we are facilitating the process
for getting teens invited and trained for the
Eucharistic Ministry. We toured the teen room and
were very impressed with how the space came
together for the teens. The remainder of our
meeting was spent refining our objectives and
defining who we are and how we play a role in
these objectives. We began focusing on our 2nd
objective—creating school and parish unity—
focusing on the positive activities that have already
happened in the past few months, so we can build
on that.

Our group's Staff person is now Bridget
Hotchkiss, and Mary Lietz will act as a valuable
resource for faith development.

Working with the Scriptures
December 4, 2005 (MKk. 1:1-8)

Did you ever watch little children play? They usually
don’t have any rules or, if they do, they change them as
they go along. Another thing you might notice is that,
generally speaking, there’s no winner. O, rather,
everyone wins, because that honor changes every time the
rules change. Little kids know how to play.
Unfortunately, when they get older, along comes Little
League or team soccer or some other ‘organized’ sport
and all bets are off. Instead of playing being what the
game is all about, now it’s winning that’s become
important. And there can only be one star of the game.

Some experts believe that competition in sports prepares
young people for competition in life. If a child is never
taught to strive to be No. 1 how can he or she ever expect
to get ahead in the academic or business world? Children
may change the rules so that everyone wins but in ‘real’
life it’s only the winner who gets to change the rules.

John the Baptist wasn’t interested in being No. 1. In fact,
he emphatically refused to accept that honor. Even
though “[P]eople of the whole Judean countryside and all
the inhabitants of Jerusalem were going out to him...” to
be baptized John refused to play the competition game.
Some people found that hard to understand then; some
people find it hard to understand now. In her need to
become No. 1 the child star turns into an alcoholic has-
been, the child prodigy suffers a nervous breakdown, and
the child athlete peaks at 17. It’s sad to find that the rules
you were taught as a child don’t work in adulthood;
sadder still to be the ‘expert’ who taught them to you.

When children play they change the rules so that
everyone wins. But life is not a child’s game and, too
often, grown-up rules destroy rather than build up the
players. John the Baptist knew the difference. Do we?
Do we live by the rules that John proclaimed to his
followers? O, like children, are we still making them up
as we go along?

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA)

is a several-month process for an adult wishing to become a
Catholic through the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism,
Confirmation and Eucharist) or through a Profession of Faith.
These rites are celebrated at the Easter Vigil. Please contact
a staff member.

Infant Baptism

is generally celebrated on the first and third Sundays of the month
at 1:00 pm in the Church. The Baptism Preparation Program for
parents and godparents, if possible, is held each month. Please call
the Parish House to make arrangements.

Confirmation

preparation begins in the middle of the 7th grade year; the
sacrament is celebrated during the winter of the 8th grade year. For
adult/high school confirmation, call the Religious Education Office.

The Eucharist

is brought to the homebound by Care Ministers. Arrangements are
made by calling Razia Khokhar. First Eucharist preparation for
children begins in 1st grade and the sacrament is celebrated in the
spring of 2nd grade.

Matrimony

arrangements are made by contacting one of the priests at the
Parish House. Arrangements a year in advance allow for adequate
reservation time, participation in marriage preparation programs
and liturgical planning.

Anointing of the Sick

is celebrated in the Fall during a communal celebration.
Special requests for this sacrament can be arranged by calling
the Parish House.

Reconciliation

is celebrated on Saturdays, after the 8:15 am Eucharist until 9:30
am, in the sacristy near the front doors of the Church during the
Holy Hour. Communal Reconciliation Services are held during
Advent and Lent.
